Acts 1:4-5, 8—*“ 3[Jesus] presented himself alive to them after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to
them during forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. 4 And while staying with them he ordered
[the disciples] not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise of the Father, which, he said, “you
heard from me; 5for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit not many days
from now.”...8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be my
witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”

Acts 2:1-4—*...they were all together in one place.2And suddenly there came from heaven a noise like a
violent rushing wind, and it filled the whole house where they were sitting. 3 And there appeared to them
tongues as of fire distributing themselves, and they rested on each one of them. 4 And they were all filled
with the Holy Spirit...”

Read the following passages to see when present day believers are given the Holy Spirit.
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Titus 3:5-6—“5He saved us, not on the basis of deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according
to His mercy, by the washing of regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit, ® whom He poured out upon
us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior,”

Romans 8:9—" However, you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you.
But if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he does not belong to Him.”

- Read vs. 18-20—"8“| will not leave you as orphans; | will come to you. '? After a little while the world will no
longer see Me, but you will see Me; because | live, you will live also.20In that day you will know that | am in My
Father, and you in Me, and | in you.”
